	1. SECTION HEADING 
Section headings are in Times New Roman caps, 11pt bold. Number headings consecutively. Leave two blank lines before the section heading and one blank line between the heading and the first line of text. Between paragraphs of text leave one line gap. Paragraphs should not be indented. Text should be in Times New Roman 11pt, single-spaced, left and right justified, with 20mm left margin and 15mm right margin. Leave a 30mm top margin and a 25mm bottom margin. 

1.1 Secondary Heading or Sub-headings 
Sub-headings are in 11pt bold and italics. Use upper and lower case letters. Leave one blank line above a sub-heading and no lines between the sub-heading and the first line of the text. 

1.1.1 Tertiary Headings 
Tertiary headings are in 11pt italics, and numbered. Leave one blank line above and no lines below tertiary headings. 

2. TABLES 
Tables should be numbered consecutively throughout the chapter. Please be consistent when formatting tables. Leave one blank line before the table heading and one blank line after the table.

3. ILLUSTRATIONS, DIAGRAMS AND PHOTOGRAPHS

4. EQUATIONS 

Leave one blank line above and below any equation. Equations should be centred, and the equation reference right justified. Equations should be numbered consecutively and referred to in the text in the form ‘Eqn. 1’.

Equations should be typed and all symbols should be explained within the text of the paper. 
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The references heading is to be in bold and caps, but not numbered. 
For cited journals the format is: 

Author name/s (year). Paper title, Journal title Journal volume: issue, pages. 

Murakawa, H., Ueda, Y. and Xiang, D. (1995). Effect of fluid force acting on colliding body upon damage given to offshore structures, Journal of Constructional Steel Research 33:3, 259-281. 

For books the format is: 

Author name/s (year). Book title, publisher, place of publication.

Oehlers, D.J. and Bradford, M.A. (1995). Composite Steel and Concrete Structural Members,

Pergamon, Oxford, U.K. 

When making a reference in the text to a published work, refer to it by enclosing the last name of the author and date of publication in parentheses, e.g. (Murakawa et al., 1995) (Oehlers and Bradford, 1995), or, if part of text, “Oehlers and Bradford (1995) describe…”.  All references should be cited in the text.

FINAL CHECKS

Once the paper is complete please run a spell check program through the text. We ask that you follow these guidelines as closely as possible. Above all, please ensure that the printed area on each page conforms to this template, which is A4 size (210mm x 297mm).
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
